Transport Minister to address bus and coach industry at Euro Bus Expo 2010
Transport Minister Norman Baker MP is to address the bus and coach industry at this year’s Euro Bus Expo (EBE).
The seminar, ‘Six months into government – a review and next steps’, is being held on Wednesday 3 November at 1215hrs. It is one of eight seminars spread across the three days of the show that will give visitors the opportunity to get fully up to speed with latest industry thinking.

EBE 2010 takes place at the NEC in Birmingham from Tuesday 2 to Thursday 4 November and will be opened by Peter Hendy, Commissioner of Transport for London, on the first day.
